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INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS

1. Astrophysical Investigations accepts for publication papers on physics and evolution
of stars and extra-galactic astronomy (from observational as well as from theoretical
point of view). Contributions should not exceed 20 standard typewritten pages, including
tables and figures.

2. Authors should submit manuscripts in Russian or English in duplicate with num-
bered pages, legibly written formulae (with arabic numbering on the left-hand side of the
page), clear drawings and graphs (enclosed separately, also numbered, with captions on a
separate sheet) with indications of their proper place in the left-hand margin of the manu-
script.

3. Summaries (in duplicate) should be written in Russian and English, regardless of
the language of the paper. The length of the summary, including title and mame(s)of auth-
or(s), should not exceed 8 per cent of the text of the paper.
